 One letter of recommendation from a person who is not a relative, medical 
service provider, scholarship committee member or spouse, Port Washington-
Saukville School District administrator, PWSSD staff member or coach.  We 
suggest asking an employer, family friend who is not currently enrolled in high 
school, clergy member, or similar person to write the recommendation.  (page 
5) 

 A PWHS Transcript will be printed as part of your completed application.  You 
do not have to complete a separate form for this portion of the application.
